e Continuously resided in the state since earning the high school diploma or its equivalent

above conditions, print, sign, and submit the Washington Higher Education Residency Affidavit/Declaration/Certification form to
Enroliment Services.

Financially Independent or Dependent: Submit copy of federal tax form for previous calendar year.

e Financially Independent Student:
If the student is applying as a financially independent student, verification of financial independence must be documented by
submitting a true and correct copy of student’s federal income tax return from the previous year. In addition, student 24 years
of age and younger must submit a copy of parent/legal guardians return for the previous year, provide only pages listing the
dependents claimed and the signature of the taxpayer,disclosure of financial information is not required.
